The teachers who have completed 10 (Ten) years of approved teaching service at
the High School level in the General Education Subordinate Service shall be
exempted from passing the State Eligibility test for Higher Secondary School
Teacher.
Higher Secondary School Teacher means full time post of Higher Secondary
School Teacher.
